Approval of Minutes
Minutes from the January, 2005 (Winter) meeting were reviewed and approved.

Order of Business
A. Financials
· Maggie Shine did not have current financials to present, but mentioned verbally that her discussions with John Sheets of HACCD confirm we are financially sound for the remainder of the fiscal year.
· A lien was released on the home at 1258 Huntington after it sold on January 10, 2005.  The amount collected was $261.52.

B. Island Beautification
· Mary Martin presented the island update and asked for $70 to plant flowers in the Wishing Well. The board approved.
· Derek Guemmer will remove the stump at the 60th Terrace/61st Street island within 30 days, and no new tree will be planted in that location.

· PIAC will make their decision in late March.  Colleen Kennedy will call in early April to see if we were awarded any PIAC funds.  

· Colleen mentioned that a bench will be ordered for the “Wishing Well” island in memory of her mother-in-law, and 2 curved concrete benches will be placed at the island between Huntington and 60th Terrace.

C. Directories

An estimate of replacement value will be conducted by Colleen and Mary, and presented to the board at the next meeting.  At that time we will discuss whether to include the insurance in the next budget.

· Social Activities – Laurie Ingram and Sandy Allen will host an Easter Egg hunt at their homes on Saturday, March 26, at 4:00.  One dozen of filled eggs should be delivered to the Ingram or Allen home prior to 4:00.  This will be included in the newsletter slated to go out next week.
