Board of Directors Meeting – June 16, 2008

Meeting called to order by President, Tom Armstrong, at 6:40 pm.

Minutes of May 19, 2008, were reviewed and approved as written.

Lawn Maintenance:  Bill Framel advised the contract with Aspen runs from February 2007 through 2009.  All present complimented Aspen and Bill about the good quality of lawn care.  

Property Values:  Tom Armstrong reported Blaine Halverson has inspected approximately 60 properties to date.  Tom will follow up.

Social:  Brenda Flagler is considering organizing a “T Bones” baseball game outing. 

Communications:  The HACCD Westmont website was reviewed and approved as the site for future use.  Electronic newsletters and board meeting minutes should be sent to HACCD for web posting.  

Treasurers Report:  Billie Napier presented April, May and May 31, 2008, YTD income statements and balance sheets and a delinquent homeowner dues report.  Assets total $118,944.94, liabilities $9,766.87 & reserves $109,178.07.  Year to date income totals $26,902.96 and expenses $29,316.76.  YTD income is $2,414 less than receipts due to increases in trash collection charges.  Billie will request HACCD update reports to include approved 2008 budget and a comparison to actual income and expenses. 

Cash in bank of $97,366.98 includes approximately $47,000 in Certificates of Deposit.  Billie will instruct HACCD to deposit proceeds of expiring Certificates.  

Six households are delinquent, including two who are more than 90 days late.  Billie will direct HACCD to file liens on the two over 90 day late accounts.  Billie will send letters to collect lien filing fees. 

119th Street Update:  Old fencing will be relocated when new fencing on 119th Street is installed. Tom Armstrong will contact three homeowners where fencing will be relocated to coordinate same.  Tom will also discuss fencing materials planned for corners at Hemlock and Antioch entrances.  The contract for reimbursement by the City has been executed but is being revised for an administrative correction by the City of Overland Park.  Tom will obtain a copy of the revised contract.

Contracts Policy:   Brenda Flagler motioned and Bill Framel seconded: 
Going forward all contracts will require the signature of two officers of the board.  

Motion passed unanimously.  Tom requested bylaws be amended for same. 

Secretary Search:  Brenda Flagler, Tom Armstrong and Sandy Goodwin will each contact at least two potential candidates each, prior to the next board meeting.  Tom will contact Dee Savage Abbott for association records, safe deposit box key and board member book.   

HACCD:  Tom Armstrong and Sandy Goodwin presented draft schedules of services provided by HACCD.  Tom will draft a scope of services draft for discussion by Tom, Sandy, Billie Napier and HACCD.    
Annual Meeting:  It was agreed a summary of our financial position will be presented.  Handouts detailing updates to financial information sent to homeowners with the May newsletter will be available at the meeting.    Updates of the 119th Street and Antioch projects will be presented.  All handouts should be to Brenda Flagler for copying, one week before the annual meeting.

Wilma has river rock available for free pick up by Westmont residents.  Wilma asks only that you call in advance to schedule a pick up.  

· Deffenbaugh Industries is expected to change trash routes, rates and pickup times to reduce fuel costs and to conserve landfill space.  The maximum bags of household waste may be limited to six bags with more requiring purchased trash stickers.  Recyclable material will remain unlimited.  We will keep you informed as we learn more.      

Hemlock St. Entrance Plantings:  Brenda Flagler will contact Aspen to inquire about transplanting rose bushes at the Hemlock entrance to other sites, including the Antioch entrance.

Zimmer Property: Numerous neighbor complaints have been received about poor property conditions and possible safety issues.  Tom Armstrong and Brenda Flagler will coordinate a property inspection and contact with the homeowner to promote resolution.
